¶  SSC (A Club for the Youth of Scotland) - Summer Camps.  Over 70 young folk from 

the Oban area took part in three SSC camping opportunities, following the traditional SSC 
daily programme. Christian faith exploration opportunities included daily discussion groups 
around belief, faith and trust, a daily Youth Alpha option available at õAdvanced Guardõ 
and ôMixed 2õ. The ôSunday Service on Fridayõ was a multi-media experience (not bad in a 
field!) which included a powerful ôGood Newsõ drama presented by 7 campers to over 
180 others. Please do give thanks that this national youth organisation is open to going 
deeper into exploring its Christian roots. 

¶  Oban High SchoolñThe New Rector, Peter Bain, has welcomed the H2O presence in 

the high school and has indicated that he would like to  meet with members of the H2O 
board in the near future. 

¶  The Chaplaincy Team.  An introductory meeting of the 8 school chaplains with Peter 

Bain is soon to take place. The team will also be exploring ways they might assist Oban 
High School with the delivery of ôCurriculum for Excellenceõ in the future. 

¶  The Rock Solid Club which restarted on the 27th August & welcomed new S1 members. 

¶  RO Conference season. A meeting was recently held with S6 to introduce the group to 

the background of their RO conference which will be held in December. S6 were also 
asked for input and their thoughts on how the conference should be shaped and what 
content they would find most enlightening. A good meeting.  

¶  S6 lunches. The year group also attended their first S6 lunch at the Well which went 

down very well! There has been a request by some of the pupils to use the space more 

regularly at lunchtimes and the notion of a Friday lunchtime space has been suggested.  

¶  Continuing opportunities to serve Oban High School, recent examples including a 

video project with S2õs from the Home Economics Department; ongoing opportunities to 
assist with the Camera Club. 

¶  Glencruitten Hostel - Drop-ins. These have re-commenced with Ewen ôdropping inõ on 

Wednesday evenings with the valuable opportunity to get to know the new group of S1 
pupils now boarding at the Hostel. 

¶  Girlsõ Football Team. With the girls as enthusiastic as ever, it is hoped to arrange an 

imminent meeting of the team and a coach from Fair Trade in Edinburgh with a view to the 
provision of occasional coaching sessions. 

¶  MCMC (Bright Futures programme) - This is an eight week pilot programme involving 9 

or more local agencies including H2O, exploring opportunities with a group of 9,16-
18year-old  young people, who have left school and are not in employment or training. 
Two action-packed gatherings have taken place to date and each young person will be 
working closely with an individual mentor. It is hoped that the programme will grow and 
develop after the initial period.   

¶  Club H2O - Thursday afternoon gatherings have recommenced at the Well, bringing 

together senior citizens, local associated organisations and young people. Opportunities 
have been presented to the current S6 pupils and Denise is working closely with several 
departments at Oban High School to develop additional opportunities for the future. If you 
know of any folks who would benefit from this opportunity on a Thursday afternoon, 
please do contact Denise on 01631 564239. 

¶  Wacky Wet and Dry - 25 young people took part in WWD 3 on Saturday 30th August. 

Based at Kilbowie Outdoor Centre, attendees took part in Skiing, Canoeing/ Kayaking 
and Gig Sailing. After some nerves from first-timers to these activities, feedback included
